HABITAT: the Church Concerns Committee is seeking volunteers for the Habitat House we are going to participate in building with 9 Lutheran churches and the Twin Lakes Community. The first day (frame the exterior, put up interior walls) is Saturday, August 28, and there will be workdays (half-days, 8:15 - 11:30) every Saturday and Wednesday until the house is finished mid-December, with the weeks of October 2 - 16 off. There will be a volunteer orientation on Tuesday, August 10, at Twin Lakes, from 7 - 8 p.m. Volunteers are needed not only for construction, but also for devotions and mid-morning snacks each day, photography, landscaping (later), painting, etc. The 11 sponsors have pledged together to raise $30,000 of the $65,000 total cost. Each sponsoring church/ organization will provide as it can.

The cost of $250 per bench is being covered initially by a member. If you pay for the repair, that money will go to the water and sewer fund.

We want everyone that attends our church to have at least one recipe in the book.  We will accept recipes until September 1.
