What has been the membership change over the last 10 years?
In 1998, the PC(USA) reported 2,587,674 members, so the current membership reflects a net loss of 447,509 members, or about 17.3 percent, over the last 10 years. There were 11,260 congregations in 1998, 509 more than in 2008.
