When you shop for groceries, don't forget their Special needs:  kitchen and laundry detergents, cleaning supplies, plastic spoons and forks (no knives), gloves, Styrofoam cups (especially 8 and 12 oz.), canned fruits, sugar, coffee, mayonnaise, cooking oil and spray, and any staple goods are welcome.
