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Cemetery Bylaws

Springwood Presbyterian Church

2006

WHEREAS, the Corporation of Springwood Presbyterian Church, Inc. Whitsett,

NC, Presbyterian Church (USA), hereinafter referred to as church, desires to set

forth in print and to clarify certain rules and regulations that now govern the

cemetery and additional rules that assist in the administration of the cemetery.

1. All cemetery property, both used and unused, belongs to Springwood

Presbyterian Church. No portion of this property is to be, or has been in 

the past, sold or transferred by deed or title to any person for burial plots.

2. All Cemetery property and its care is to be administered by the Cemetery
Committee of Springwood Presbyterian Church, Incorporated.

A plot may be assigned to an active member of Springwood Church, upon



request and by approval by the Cemetery Board.

4. Any former pastor or member of Springwood Church who had devoted

his/her life to the Christian Ministry, may be assigned a burial plot for

his/her immediate family (spouse, unmarried children).

5. The Cemetery Committee shall present a budget by the end of the fiscal

year for the following year’s expenses. The budget and subsequent

expenses exceeding $300.00 must be approved by the Corporation

Trustees.

6. The cemetery will be open to visitors from sunrise to sunset.

7. The sale price of each plot shall be based on the number of grave spaces

allocated thereto. The price for each grave shall be $100.00 for members

of the church; $500.00 for former members or inactive members of the

church; and $1,000.00 for non-members. These fees apply to the burial of

a coffin or of cremains in a previously unoccupied gravesite. Fees for
graves must be paid prior to opening of the grave. Church members,

former members, or inactive members who have “reserved” gravesites are

not exempted from payment for gravesites. Any fees may be waived by a

decision of the Cemetery Committee.

8. One unoccupied grave may be used for as many cremations as are

allowed under current North Carolina law, with a proper permanent marker

to indicate names, dates of birth and death for each individual.

9. One occupied grave may be used for the additional burial of as many
cremations as are allowed by current North Carolina law, with a
permanent marker (12” x 24”) to indicate name, dates of birth and death of

the interred individual. The Charges for placing cremains atop existing

graves is as follows for each cremain interment: $50 for active members;

$100 for former or inactive members; and $200 for non-members.

10. Payment must be received prior to opening of a grave. Payment is due

regardless of whether the grave sites were “reserved” in the past.

11. Any purchaser or purchasers, in the event an election is made to dispose

of a grave plot or plots, must resell such grave plot or plots to the church
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at the price that the purchaser or purchasers paid for same. Grave plots

cannot be resold other than to the church.

12. A permanent marker with the appropriate engraving is required within 180

days from the date of burial.

13. No one is permitted to install curbing, plant shrubbery, or do other

permanent work without approval and permission of the Cemetery

Committee.

14. All stones set in the cemetery must be set in accordance with accepted

Practices of the stone industry and have a minimum foundation as follows:

4 ft. stone – eight inch deep foundation

5 ft. stone – fourteen inch deep foundation

All structures, monuments, or edifices of any kind are subject to the



approval by and discretion of the Cemetery Committee in accordance with



the character of the cemetery.

16. All fresh flowers on graves are to be removed within a reasonable period

of time or they will be removed by the Cemetery Committee.

17. Flowers and containers placed on graves will be removed at the discretion
of the Cemetery Committee when the season has passed, or the flowers

have faded and/or deteriorated.

18. Any alterations, additions or deletions to these rules and regulations may

be made upon adoption by a majority vote of the Corporation Trustees of

the church.
