Greetings in the name of the Lord, to the Saints of Springwood!

We have just celebrated the Day of Pentecost, when God sent the Holy Spirit to a huge gathering of people in Jerusalem.  Many thanks to Cindy, Don, Renate, Mauricio for helping us understand how the visitors to Jerusalem heard in their own languages—and to Annabel for so beautifully portraying the dancing flame of the Spirit!  This was not the first time the Holy Spirit appeared.  Scripture tells us the Spirit was with God at creation—the same Spirit spoke to Elijah in the wilderness—the same Spirit anointed Jesus to preach good news to the poor…to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.  The same Spirit came on that first Pentecost, but in a new way: not only to people like Abraham, Moses, and David, whom God appointed to be leaders, but the Spirit came to all flesh, to empower everyone to tell the good news about Jesus.  The Spirit still calls us to witness to the risen Christ by our words and actions.  That is most potent form of evangelism there is—and every church member has a part in it!  (Yes, this means YOU, even if you’re timid about speaking of your faith.  Act it out, and people will “hear.”)  

Many of you want Springwood to grow in membership.  The healthiest way for a church to grow is for its current members to grow in faith and unity and discipleship.  Strong churches are those that train up disciples who consciously and actively follow Jesus’ way of living.  In fact, a small church filled with disciples is stronger than a large one filled with “pew sitters.”  Remember that Jesus tells us Seek first the kingdom of God.  Let that be our guide in these days after Pentecost.  [Nonetheless, a church that is doing God’s work in the world joyfully will also be attractive to other people, who may want to be part of a vibrant, Spirit-filled congregation.]

The Presbyterian system is representative.  That is, when we elect Elders, we entrust to them the mission and government of the church, including most policy and program decisions.  Presbyterians expect their Elders to be active, committed to the church and its work, and knowledgeable about the members and the church’s various activities, so that they realize, before being elected, what they’re agreeing to do. 

However, the Session isn’t supposed to do everything. The congregation has decision-making power in several areas: in electing wise and capable people; in calling a pastor and in the decisions relating to the pastor’s call; and in buying, mortgaging, or selling real property.  Note that the congregation’s authority extends to the call of an installed pastor.  The Session makes hiring decisions, including salary and benefits, regarding all other staff, including the interim pastor.

Further, each member is a minister of the gospel, with responsibility for being active where possible: in attendance, in mission and ministry activities, in stewardship, in evangelism, in hospitality to one another and to guests.  Were you as profoundly moved as I was on Mothers’ Day when Barry, Rupert, Don, Mike, Gwyn, Ray, and John led worship?  Each of them was an evangelist that morning—and often in other ways other days.  What a model for each of us.  On Fathers’ Day, I know we can expect no less of the women leading worship!

On a lighter note: do you know how June became the most popular month for marriage?  (I hope this is true—it’s too good not to be!)  Back in the Middle Ages, people in Northern Europe bathed once a year, whether they needed to or not—usually in May, when the weather got warm.  By June, they still smelled pretty good.  Of course, the “clean” was beginning to wear off, so brides carried a bouquet of spring flowers to mask the odor—another tradition, created out of necessity!
