You are.  When the members of a church take seriously their responsibilities and seek God’s will rather than their own for the church, amazing things happen.  Just look around.
Of course our work together is not yet finished, but we’re on the way.  Give yourselves a pat on the back, and give thanks to God for all God’s mercies.  
Christ’s resurrection means new life now—as individuals, and as a congregation.  We honor his sacrifice by our intent to live as his disciples.  Asked whether Jesus was his “personal savior”, a monk replied, “No.  I like to share him!”  May we do the same.
